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Step 1:	� As shown in the drawing, put the 
two legs (2) upright and opposite 
to each other, and then connect the 
upper beams (3) to the legs (2) with 
short screws (5). (When an outlet is 
matched, it should be fitted in the 
front) As shown in (Fig. 1).

Step 2:	� Insert the back lower beam (4) into 
the back legs from the back side, 
its connecting hole aligned with the 
lower connecting holes of the legs, 
and fit it with the short screws (5).  
As shown in (Fig. 1).

Step 3:	� Place the top (1) upside down, then 
put the assembled bench frame on 
top (also upside down). As shown in 
(Fig. 2).

Step 4:	� Align the assembled bench to the top 
(1) and connect with short screws 
(5). Ensure all parts are tightly fixed 
together. As shown in (Fig. 2).

Step 6:	� With the help of a second person 
turn the table back up the right way. 
As shown in (Fig. 3).
