Safe Operation

Work Area

Cluttered benches and work areas invite accidents
Warkbenches shoold be kept tidy. Floors should be kept
clean and free from rubbish. Special care should be
taken where the floor is slippery due to sawdust or wax

Work Environment

Do not expose your power tocls to rain, or use in damp
or wet locations. Keep the work area well lit
