Locate and ensure you are familiar with all machine operations and controls.

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23 LIFTING INSTRUCTIONS

On the day that the machine arrives, make sure that a crane with sufficient capacity is available
to unload the machine from the vehicle. Ensure access to the chosen site is clear and that doors
and ceilings are sufficiently high and wide enough to receive the machine.

To handle the Guillotine, use only the two sling lifting points located on the top of the end
plates. (Fig. 2.3) The slings should be positioned so the machine is level when lifted.

When using slings please take note of the sling angle and the loads that apply

When the slings are at a 45° angle then each sling is Fig 2.2

carrying the equivalent of 50% of load weight. (Fig.2.1).

When the slings are at a 90° angle then each sling will @

have a weight equal to 75% of the load on each sling.

LIFTING POINTS

The machines listed in this manual are fitted with two designated lifting points.

When lifting the machine only certified lifting slings should be used. (Fig. 2.4) Ensure that
when lifting, the machine does not tip over. Check that the lifting slings do not interfere with
any fragile parts of the machine. Failure to follow these instruction could cause damage to the

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3.SETUP
3.1 SITE PREPARATION

When selecting the site for the machine, consider the largest size of workpiece that will be
processed through the machine and provide enough space around the machine for operat-
ing the machine safely. Consideration should be given to the installation of auxiliary equip-
ment. Leave enough space around the machine to open or remove doors/covers as required
for the maintenance and service as described in this manual.

It is recommended that the machine is anchored to the floor to prevent tipping or shifting. It
also reduces vibration that may occur during operation. The floor must be able to support the
weight of the machine and any workpiece that is to be worked.

3.2CLEAN-UP

The unpainted surfaces of the machine have been coated with a waxy oil to protect them from
corrosion during shipment. Remove the protective coating with a solvent cleaner or a citrus
based degreaser.

Optimum performance from your machine will be achieved when you clean all moving parts or
sliding contact surfaces that are coated with rust prevented products.

Metalmaster advise to avoid chlorine based solvents, such as acetone or brake parts cleaner, as
they will damage painted surfaces should they come in contact. Always follow the manufactur-
er's instructions when using any type of cleaning product.

3.3 OPTIONS FOR MOUNTING . )
The machine is best mounted on a concrete slab.

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3.4 MACHINE LEVELING

To set your machine up so that it operates to optimum performance, apply the following
procedure

After your guillotine has been anchored to a concrete slab floor, it then needs to be leveled. The
leveling is performed using each of the screws on each pad.(Fig. 3.1). Loosen the hold down
bolts and place a level on the surface of the working table. Tolerances: 1000:0.30mm, for both
longitudinal and transverse.

Metal plates need to be placed under each jacking screw to distribute the load. Once level then
tighten the hold down bolts.

3.5 ATTACHING THE ACCESSORIES.
U Bolt the support arms onto the feed table. Ensure they are level and square to the table.
(Fig.3.4)

U Place the squaring stop Fig 3.5 into position on the table
top, securing into place with the bolts supplied. Check that
the square stop is square to the blade.

Adjust by loosening the bolts and moving by the amount
allowed by the clearance of the holes.

U Retighten the screws.

U Unpack and attach the two foot pedals and attach with
the 4 bolts supplied. (Fig.3.6)

4.1 LUBRICATION AND BLADE MAINTENANCE

b. The shearing blade should be cleaned and oiled

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4.2 SETTING THE BLADE GAP

After prolong use the gap between the blades need to
be checked. Firstly check the cutting capacity of the guil-
lotine. This can be found on the specification plate on
the machine. (Fig. 4.3)The capacity listed is for Mild Steel.
Stainless steel capacity can be found in the specification
table in this manual. (Page 4)

Check The Blade Gap Setting

The machine is supplied from the factory with the blade
gap set for the capacity of the machine.

The blade gap should be approximately 10% of the
thickness of the capacity

E.G. 1.6mm material = 0.16mm Blade Gap

To Check the Gap

&WARNING Only experienced service personnel

should attempt this operation. Care needs to be taken
not to place fingers between the blades at any time to
prevent serious injury or amputation.

1. Place a“Out Of Service” tag on the front of the machine
so that is clearly displayed.

2. Press down the foot pedal until it reaches the bottom
position, then clamp the pedal as shown in Fig.4.4

3. From the back of the machine using a feeler gauge
check the gap between the blades, several places along
the length of the blades.

To adjust the blade gap.
1. Place a“Out Of Service“ tag on the front of the machine
so that is clearly displayed.

2. Loosen the 4 bolts (A in Fig.4.5) on both sides of the
machine. The bolts should be only loosened enough to
allow the blade to move.

3. Using the adjustment nuts (B in Fig.4.6). Adjust the
blade until the correct gap is set.

Place a block of timber
between the blades to save blades from shearing
hands or fingers.

2. Guillotine Condition. Guillotine must be maintained
for a proper working condition. Never operate
a Guillotine that has damaged or worn parts.
Scheduled routine maintenance should performed on
a scheduled basis.

3. Blade Condition. Never operate a Guillotine with a
damaged or badly worn blades. Replace if required.

4. Hand Hazard. Keep hands and fingers clear from
moving parts. Serious injury can occur if hand or
finger tips come between blades.

5. Personal Protection. Gloves are recommended
when handling the workpieces.

6. Authorized and trained personnel. The machine
must be operated by authorized and trained
personnel. The shear is designed to be operated be
a single user. Using the machine with more than one
operator is forbidden, except for certain maintenance
situations.

7. Work area hazards. Keep the area around the
Guillotine clean from oil, tools, objects & chips. Pay
attention to other persons in the area and know what
is going on around the area to ensure unintended
accidents.

8. Guards. Do not operate Guillotine without the
correct guards in place. Necessary guards protect
you from injuries by the shear blades.

9. Material. Material must NOT be hardened ceramic

or glass-originated, non flat metals (at origin) e.g.
rods, bars, tubes & pipes.

10. Blade gap adjustment. Do NOT operate the

machine without proper blade gap adjustment
according to sheet thickness.

11. Warning Labels. Take note of any warning labels

on the machine and do not remove them.

12. Backgauge Area. Do not access the backgauge

area, while the machine is working.

13. Squaring arm. Do not use side squaring arm and

front support arms for intermediate storage of
workpieces.

14. Operation. During the shearing process, the

workpiece may slide or move unexpectedly.
Therefore, the material must be handled carefully.

15. Level machine. Level the machine on a flat

concrete surface by using a spirit level.

16. Hearing protection and hazards. Always wear

hearing protection as noise generated from
machine and workpiece can cause permanent
hearing loss over time.

17. Call for help. If at any time you experience
